     For me the most compelling reason to avoid going down this 

path was given by the ñtough customerò described in Tradition 5 

who said, ñMy sponsor sold me on one idea, and that was sobriety.ò 

If when I arrived in the rooms of A.A. yaôll had been selling any-

thing else, my paranoid, cynical self would have turned away.   I 

am grateful all you were selling was freedom from alcohol!

An AA group ought never endorse, finance, or lend the AA name to 

any related facility or outside enterprise, lest problems of money, 

property, and prestige divert us from our primary purpose.
