Does that sound like a cult to 

you?ò  Ever since that day Iôve noticed, with gratitude, that no one 

person is in charge.  AA is not organized!   

 Carrying the message does require cooperation and coordi-

nation.  How does that happen without organization?  How is it 

possible for individuals and groups to fully realize our Responsibil-

ity Declaration?  The answer is in the AA service boards and com-

mittees that we create.  Whether it is gathering together to celebrate 

our sobriety or taking a meeting into a prison, we have a collected 

conscience of experience, strength, and hope that gives us an out-

line of how to work with each other to accomplish 12th Step objec-

tives.  You can find this collection of service experience in the A.A. 

Guidelines and Service Manuals but even more importantly you can 

create this experience, strength, and hope by participating in the 

wealth of opportunities to serve in your home group, district, inter-

group/central office, or area. 

 If you have ever had the privilege of serving on an anniver-

sary committee you have learned that we are not organized.  Our 

spirit of recovery and language of the heart overcomes our need for 

flow charts and bosses. 

Am I mature enough to understand and use all elements of the AA 

programðeven if no one makes me do soðwith a sense of per-

sonal responsibility? 

A.A., as such, ought never be organized; but we may create 

service boards or committees directly responsible to those they 

serve.
